RECRUITMENT UPDATE

31 centers from 15 countries have registered in the PED-BD data base. By June
30 2009, 13 centers have included 91 patients. Results from 82 patients are
presented in figure 1 and 2. 55 first visits and 17 one-year follow-up were realized.

CLASSIFICATION MEETING

During the Eular/Pres congress in Copenhagen (June 2009), the PED-BD patients
charts were reviewed by experts committee in order to classify them as definite BD
(consensus), probable BD (80% of votes), or not BD. 26 Ped BD patients were
examined (22 new files patient and 4 classified as probable BD in September 2008).

Patients Classification

12 were classified as definite BD
* 14 were classified as probable BD (4 Probable BD in 2008, were also probable BD
in 2009).

Pooled Results of sessions (2008-2009):

+28 Patients were examined in September 2008.
+26 Patients were examined in June 2009 (In whom 4 examined in 2008)

A total of 50 patients have been examined by the scientific committee:

Results of PED-BD Classification Meetings
(September 2008 and June 2009)
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Most patients are young adolescents with slight male predominance. Even these
patients had few symptoms at inclusion; they were classified in majority as
definite BD after experts review and independently of the existing classification
criteria. PED-BD has its proper clinical presentation and natural history what
justifies the definition of a specific pediatric algorithm for earlier disease
recognition.
